At fiscal year—end many adjusting entries are made to our accounts in
order to properly reflect costs of operation im the the proper ac-
counting period. As a result from time to time the year-end financial
statements report line items expended in excess of the budgeted amount.
As an example: at June 30th we have incurred expenses such as electricity
for which we will not receive a bill until mid-July due to meter read-
ing cycles. Bills for other types of expenses continue to be received
as late as mid-August when we have to close our books in order to render
statements to the Comptroller by August 3lst. Also, many accruals are
adjusted, inventory is physically counted and adjusted, and accounting
decisions are made which may not have been anticipated at the time the

‘  budget was prepared some 18 months earlier.
