The sewer division received a phone call from Allegheny Ludlum late
Friday, November 29th when several of their employees spotted an
exposed pipe in the Quinnipiac River bed. The pipe had become
undermined due to the significant rainfall we experienced over the
weekend. The pipe was approximately four feet below the water when
checked by the sewer division personnel.

Bypass pumps were brought onto site Wednesday, installed and began
operation. Full bypass pumping and the isolation of the line has
been completed so there should not be a problem if the pipe fails
as far as contamination is concerned.

Necessary repairs or rerouting of the pipe need to be performed.
Based upon the pricing received for any of the permanent repair
options, it 1is now evident that additional funds must be
appropriated in order to perform the work.
